Admission notice and registration

Registration

-When you have received a letter of acceptance you can register with the UU as a Master’s student. You will automatically be sent a notification with a request for tuition fee payment.  In case you are an international student you will receive a more elaborate package, from the Utrecht Feel at Home Service. More information on registration can be found online.

-When you have received a letter of conditional acceptance you cannot register as a Master’s student until you have fulfilled the condition(s) and submitted a request to change your admission status.

You must submit proof of satisfying the condition(s) stated in the letter before the start of the programme. If you do not fulfil the requirements on time, you cannot be admitted to the Master’s programme. 

If you need to submit a Bachelor’s diploma and you have completed the Bachelor’s degree, but have not received the diploma so far, you may also submit a formal declaration of graduation.

-When you have received a premaster letter, please make sure you register through Studielink for the bachelor degree as stated in your letter.

Cancellation
If you have received a letter of acceptance but you do not intend to participate in the programme, you should withdraw your registration request in Studielink and notify us. 

If you wish to start the programme at a later moment you should withdraw the original request and make  a new request for the later date.

Planning your Master’s programme

When you intend to start your programme you must take the following points into account. It is sometimes necessary to make arrangements for courses or projects before the start of the programme. You will receive more information from your programme coordinator regarding these preparations and the start of the study.

Deficiencies

If you have deficiencies this often means that you will need to take extra courses, sometimes as a premaster. You will be notified of this in your admission’s notice. You must fulfil the required courses as requested. Please note that in case you need to participate in  Bachelor’s courses you also need to subscribe for these courses online through OSIRIS or through the student affairs desk of that Bachelor’s study. The academic counsellor can help you out.

The Graduate school of Natural Sciences hosts a general introduction day just before the start of the programmes. You will receive an invitation for this event.  It includes informative sessions as well as a social programme.
